The Catholic Intellectual Tradition asserts that a complete education must foster a dynamic harmony
between faith and reason (fides et ratio). Thus a proper education, a Catholic education, seeks to instill a
philosophical habit of mind, grounded in faith, in each person. This course seeks to introduce the richness
of that tradition and the treasury of the world’s knowledge. Guided by the Catholic Intellectual Tradition,
we will emphasize critical thinking, clear writing, and sophisticated reading. We will explore, with care and
interest, a poem, a Papal Encyclical, a tragedy, a comedy, a novel, a historical document, and others texts.

We will read slowly — paying attention to words, meanings, syntax, and tone.

The course can be taken for credit (three credit hours) or non-credit. All students are expected to complete
the assigned readings and to participate with intelligence. Students taking the course for credit will be

expected to complete all written assignments, quizzes, and a final examination.
